A new plan for getting children to and from school id being started by a local government in Eastern England. This could end the worries of many parents for their children’s safety on the road. 

  Until now the local government have only been prepared to provide bus services for children living more than three miles from their school, or sometimes less if special reason existed. Now it has been decided that if  a group of parents ask for help in organizing transport they will be prepared to go ahead as long as the arrangement will not lose money and children taking part will be attending their nearest school.

  The new plan is to be tried out this term for children living at Milton who attend Impington School. The children live just within the three-mile limit and the local government have said in the past that they will not undertake to provide  free transport to the school. But now they have agreed to offer a sum of money for a bus service from Milton to Impington and back, a plan which has the support of the school’s headmaster.

   Between 50 and 60 parents have said they would like their children to take part. Final calculations have still to be carried out, but a government official has said the cost to  parents should be less than  20 a term.

      Michael , a typical American , stays home on workdays. He plugs into his personal computer terminal in order to connect  with the office. After work, he puts on his headphones, watches a movie on his home recorder, or play  baseball on the computer. On many days, Michael doesn’t talk to any other human beings, and he doesn’t see any people except the ones on television. Michael is imaginary, but his lifestyle is very possible. The inventions of modern technology  seem  to be cutting us off from contact with our fellow human beings. 

     The world of business is one area in which technology is isolating us. Experts say, for example, that  many people will soon  be able to work at home. With access to a large central computer, employees such as office clerks, insurance agents, and accountants could do their jobs at display terminals in their own homes. They would never have to actually see the people they ‘re dealing with. In addition, the ways employees are paid will change. Workers’ salaries will be automatically paid into their bank accounts(帐户), making paper checks unnecessary. No workers will stand in line to receive their pay or cash their checks. Personal banking will change, too. Customers  will deal with machines to put in  or take out  money from their accounts.

     Another area that technology is changing  is entertainment. Music, for instance, was once a group experience. People listened  to music at concert halls or in small social gatherings. For many people now, however, music is an individual experience. Walking along the street or sitting in their living rooms they wear headphones to build  a wall of music around them. Movie entertainment is changing, too. Movies used to be social events. Now fewer people  are going out to see a movie. Many more are choosing to wait for a film to appear on television or are borrowing videotapes to watch at home. Instead of laughing with others, viewers watch in their own living rooms.

  I t was 3. 21 a.m . when nine-year-old  Glenn Kreamer awoke to the smell of burning. Except for the cracking(爆裂声)of flames somewhere below there was not a smoke in the two-storey house at Ealdwin, Long Island. 

  With his father away on night duty  at a local factory,Glenn was worried about the safety of his  mother, his sister Karen, 14, and his 12-year-old bother Todd.
